The Gateway shelter is funded by the
provincial government to provide
emergency shelter in the Vernon area
for the absolute homeless who may be
suffering from economic downturn,
illiteracy, addictions and/or mental
health challenges.

Gateway is conveniently located in
the downtown core across from the
Real Canadian Wholesale Store and
two short blocks from the Upper
Room Mission, which has been
contracted to provide meals for
Gateway residents.

For Your Information

Who can stay at the Gateway
Shelter for men & women?

The shelter is open to men and women
who are at least 19 years old and who are
homeless, transient, or temporarily in
need of accommodation. Everyone who
stays at the shelter is expected to comply
with all house rules. No alcohol or drugs
are allowed on the premises.

How much does it cost?

Emergency shelter beds are provided
at no charge, the shelter is funded by
BC Housing.

How long can I stay?

The maximum stay allowed at the
shelter is 5 days. Special arrangements
for longer stays can be made if you are
working or looking for work, waiting to
get into detox or treatment. Length of
stay may vary depending on the client’s
needs. Shelter staff makes the final
decisions regarding length of stay and
conditions.

Can | store my backpack and other
possessions?

Yes, we have 1 locker per person for
backpacks and bags.

What about meals?

Everyone who stays at the shelter
receives breakfast, lunch and dinner
served at the nearby

Upper Room Mission.

Dinner — 4:00 p.m.
